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TO PARENTS OF STUDENTS ATTENDING SAAHSP RECOGNISED SCHOOLS
Dear Parent,
The South African Association of Health and Skincare Professionals (SAAHSP), was founded in 1972.  It’s aims and objectives include the protection of the public through the improved training of Skin Care Therapists and the advancement of the professional interests of its members.
As a student at a SAAHSP recognised school, your daughter/son will be enrolled as a student member of the Association and will receive a Code of Ethics, membership card, badge, the Association’s magazine, all Association correspondence and information and be eligible to attend Association meetings, workshops, seminars and the annual congress.
With regard to your daughter/son's training, it is of paramount importance to us that we have your understanding of and co-operation with the following: -
1.
Students under the age of 23 years on the date of the first SAAHSP theoretical examination (mid-October) in the year of their training must be in possession of a Grade 12 FET certificate or equivalent to be eligible to sit the SAAHSP examination.
2.
The SAAHSP school syllabus requires a minimum of 2600 hours (2 years) of study at the school.  SAAHSP theoretical examinations take place in the middle of October and the practical examinations from the middle of November.
Parents are requested to ensure that their daughter/son attends all school lectures, so that they are eligible to sit the SAAHSP examination at the end of their training.
3.
Students enter for the SAAHSP examinations in October  (in the second year) and no entries are accepted by the Association unless all fees have been paid in full.
4.
Each student shall undertake 400 hours of practical work during or just after the completion of their course.  SAAHSP has drawn up guidelines and rules for the students to follow. 
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a)
Students may work for up to 200 hours in a skin care related  environment such as a gymnasium, slimming clinic, pharmacy or cosmetic house.  The choice shall be approved by the school.
b)
All student work must be done in a controlled environment.
c)
A minimum of 200 hours is to be worked in a skin care clinic, 
the choice to be approved by the school.
d)
Students who work in a clinic attached to a school, may only work there for a maximum of 100 of the required 400 hours.
e)
Students shall only work a maximum of 100 hours of the 400 hours in administration, office and clerical work in a gym, clinic or pharmacy.
f)
Only second year students may undertake electrical epilation treatments.
g) Students shall not expect payment (but can negotiate with clinic owner) for their 400 hours, as it is part of their training, (unless the hours are worked after completion of their examination).

Travel and out of pocket expenses should be negotiated with the clinic owner.

h)
Students shall at all times be neatly dressed in their school's practical uniform and wear the SAAHSP student badge.
i)
Students must remember that they may not work on a member of the public without that client's knowledge and agreement that he/she is a student.  All student work must be strictly supervised and the costs of treatments scaled accordingly.
j)
Students will be supplied with a practical work card, which 
shall be completed in detail and signed by the manageress EACH time the student works at the clinic.  Incomplete cards will not be accepted.  
Alterations and deletions can render the car invalid

and NO photostat copies of the card will be accepted.

No other proof of completion of the practical work

other than the supplied card will be accepted.
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k)
The completed practical work card and Declaration from 
Clinic Owner shall be returned to the student's school by the 
end of February of the year following the SAAHSP 
examination or 6 months thereafter, for the candidates to be 
eligible to receive the SAAHSP certificate. 



5.
SAAHSP strongly advises students taking electrical epilation as an extra subject over the 2600 hours of their course, to be injected against Hepatitis B.
It is important that students continue as post-graduates and then full members after their training, so that they remain members of the Association that promotes the welfare of the skin care therapist.  Students will receive information concerning membership towards the end of their training.
